Course Description:  This course serves to assist students in the development of reading strategies. The focus of the class will be explicit comprehension instruction to help students better understand and communicate with others about what they have read. Through careful examination of the student’s reading ability, students will improve their fluency, vocabulary, and comprehension skills.     
Course Goals:  To prepare students to become active and fluent readers across disciplines.
Student Objectives:
1. The student will develop vocabulary skills.
2. The student will learn and apply reading strategies to increase comprehension and fluency.
3. The student will use grammar, language, and mechanics to enhance their writing and communicative talents.

4. Participate in all class activities.
5. Complete all class activities/assignments in a timely manner.
6. Record notes when appropriate.
7. Avoid activities that will interfere with the learning process.

Course Requirements: Students will…
1. Complete all tests, quizzes, homework, and other assessments.

2. Participate in class daily through verbal and written communication.

3. Engage in the writing process to develop their writing folder.

4. Come prepared to class daily, including necessary supplies and completed homework.

Criteria Included for Evaluation and Determination of Grade:

Grading Scale:  A 100 - 90%, B 89 - 80%, C 79 - 70%, D 69 - 60%, F 59% or Below.
Anyone receiving a 59 or below will participate in a failure intervention plan. 

Each assignment is given a point value.  The total number of points earned will be divided by the total number of points available.  Keeping a folder of all work will ensure that each student knows where he/she stands at any given time in the course.

Classroom Expectations: (Students will…)

6. Out of class reading is expected daily (at least fifteen minutes a night).
